2. Encontrar información específica en horarios 

Los horarios indican: 

• Día(s) 

• Hora 

• Actividad 

Debes ubicar rápidamente la línea donde aparece lo que te preguntan. 

3. Identificar el tema de anuncios o posters 

Busca palabras grandes o destacadas: 

• Science Fair 

• Sports Day 

• Concert 

• Meeting 

Con eso identificas el propósito del anuncio. 

4. Vocabulario básico de la vida diaria 

Debes saber palabras comunes: 

• school items: book, pen, desk 

• actions: eat, sleep, brush teeth 

• people: teacher, friend, brother 

5. Presente simple para hábitos 
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Estructura: 

• He/She/It + verbo + s 

• I/You/We/They + verbo normal 

Ejemplo: 

• She goes to school. 

• I eat breakfast. 

6. Actividades diarias 

Palabras típicas: 

• get up 

• brush my teeth 

• take a shower 

• go to bed 

• go to school 

7. Preguntas en presente simple 

Estructura: 

• Do + sujeto + verbo base? (I/you/we/they) 

• Does + sujeto + verbo base? (he/she/it) 

Ejemplos: 

• Where do you live? 

• What does he eat? 

8. Expresiones comunes 

Saludos: Hello, Hi 

Despedidas: Bye, See you 

Agradecimientos: Thank you 

9. Adjetivos básicos 

happy, sad, angry, tall, short, smart, funny, etc. 

10. “Going to” para planes futuros 

Estructura: 

Subject + am/is/are + going to + verbo base 
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Ejemplo: 

I am going to study later. 

11. Pasado simple (verbos regulares) 

Para formar el pasado: 

Verbo + ed 

Examples: 

• play → played 

• watch → watched 

• finish → finished 

12. Instrucciones en inglés 

Frases comunes: 

• Open your book = abre tu libro 

• Sit down = siéntate 

• Write your name = escribe tu nombre 

13. Preposiciones de tiempo 

• in → meses / años 

• on → días / fechas 

• at → horas 

Ejemplos: 

• in June 

• on Monday 

• at 10:00 a.m. 

14. Responder preguntas personales 

Where are you from? → I am from _______. 

How old are you? → I am ____ years old.
